The entire line is produced domestically by 
Coalesse and built to order in 6 to 8 weeks. Denizen is made with sustainable 
materials and responsible processes that fulfill Coalesse’s commitment to 
environmental stewardship. Denizen is SCS indoor advantage certified, has 
low-emitting VOC’s, pending C2C certification for June 2009 and can 
contribute to LEED certification points in the categories of recycled content, 
regional materials, low emitting materials, pending innovation design credit. 
Finally, to achieve ultimate sustainability, it was designed to be beautiful 
icons that can be passed from generation to generation. 
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The Emu Ivy Collection by Paola Navone is inspired by the ancient art of 
topiary, creating “furniture-sculptures” that are light and minimal, exploiting 
the versatility of the metal. The collection is available as a chair, sofa, 
lighted pouf or table, with multiple powder coat colors and optional outdoor 
and indoor cushions. It is SCS Indoor Advantage™ Gold Certified and made 
from 100% Recyclable / 31% Recycled Content.
