Side View
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Back panel installation

1. Using the hex key supplied, loosen fasteners 
	 (8 places) under seat (1a). Pull leg frames out 
	 toward the back (1b).
	
2. Insert back panel to engage steel cleats.

3. Push leg frames into seat through the holes on 
	 back panel. Tighten fasteners under seat.

Underside Of Chair
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Ganging

1.	The ganging device (part no. 679300) is installed 
	 under the seat. It consists of two pieces, one clamp 
	 piece (-) and one pole piece (+), one on each end of 
	 the chair.

2.	Rotate outward the toothed piece of the clamp.  
	 Ensure it is straight.

3. Align it to the pole piece on the other chair.

4.	Push either chair until they are closed.

Glide adjustment

1. The chair should be leveled by adjusting 
	 the glides using the wrench supplied. 
	 (part no. SA-TOOL00001)

2. Place the smaller end of the wrench across 
	 the flats on the glide stem, turn clockwise to 
	 raise and counterclockwise to lower.
