Together with Steelcase and McDonough Braungart Chemistry (MBDC), one of the world's leading sustainable
design firms, we will be assessing all of the chemicals and materials used in our products down to a 100 parts per
million - evaluating them against 19 human and environmental health criteria. As a result, we are working towards
forming a cradle-to-cradle strategy for all of our products.

Life Cycle Assessment
We are working with Steelcase to develop and implement a program of life cycle assessments for several of our

major products to better understand the environmental impact of every stage of a product's life.

Coupe lounge chair frames are crafted from European birch hardwood veneer plywood. Seat decks and backs are
virgin polyurethane foam on latex webbing. Recycled content of upholstery will vary from fabric to fabric with 10%
being a conservative estimate on average among all fabrics being offered.
